We all know about the early English
universities, but in Scotland? Turns out Aberdeen dates to 1494 and St. Andrews to 1413. The map
titled "First Universities of Europe 1160- 1600" is amazing--there are scores of them on the map and
taken together must represent a major driver for cultural and intellectual change. Another, "The Rise
of Printing," shows European presses before 1500, and there are scads of them on the map; the
sheer number of printing establishments and the sheer number of universities represent a major
complex of technologies that partly explain (and are partly explained by) the Reformation. Lastly is a
map of the Jesuit "reductions" in and around Paraguay--1 knew that there were several but had no

idea there were dozens of them.
